Founded in 2007, REACH-A-Child, Inc.Ê  
(REACH) works with First Responders to 
make sure that they have the necessary 
tool to reach children-in-crisis  ð  a book 
that is age appropriate* to redirect the 
childôs attention from the crisis at hand to 
allow them an emotional escape from their 
fears. Whether a child is in an accident,  
a victim of a domestic disturbance, or  
going through a trauma, the power of a 
book and a positive interaction with a First 
Responder can go a long way towards 
ñmaking things rightò again

REACHõs Mission is to provide 
First Responders with REACH 

BAGs filled with books and  
drawstring backpacks to  help  

comfort children -in-crisis.    

The REACH  BAG  Program   
operates as follows: 
 

EEach squad or emergency vehicle is 
equipped with a REACH BAG containing 10 
childrenôs books & 10 drawstring backpacks. 
 

EWhen First Responders encounter a child-
in-crisis, they offer the child a book which the 
child gets to keep. 
 

EThe First Responder also gives the child a 
drawstring backpack to put the book in ï and 
anything else the child 
might have to keep with 
him/her. 
 
EBAG support also  
includes one refill  
of 10 more books  
and drawstring   
backpacks in a year.

REACH staff hear from First Responders all the 
time that the act of giving the book and seeing the 
child become less fearful, 
helps them to feel good 
about what they are  doing.   
After helping a homeless  
family, one officer reported  
that he ñleft feeling  
better about my job  
knowing that simple  
contacts, aided  
with things like the  
donated books, can really make a difference.ò

BAG, I offered a book 
to the little girl who 
was extremely  
frightened. She was 
instantly comforted 
and became far less
